What: Celebrating the 150" anniversary of Giacomo Puccini, LA Opera presents La Rondine, which
includes some of the composer’s most rhapsodic music, including the famous aria “Il bel sogno
di Doretta.” La Rondine tells the poignant tale of a beautiful courtesan’s first taste of true love.
A romance sweeps her away from a glamorous but shallow existence in Paris to the intoxicating
French Riviera. But just as a swallow must eventually take flight to fulfill its destiny, Magda’s
disreputable past dictates the outcome of her rapturous illusion. Marta Domingo directs a

sumptuous production of this rare Puccini gem, which may be the composer’s most
heartbreaking opera.

Who: Soprano Patricia Racette and tenor Marcus Haddock, who appeared together in the leading
roles of LA Opera’s 2006 production of Madama Butterfly, will reunite as the courtesan Magda
and as Ruggero, the young man who captures her heart. The cast also includes bass David
Pittsinger as Rambaldo, Amanda Squitieri* as Lisette and Greg Fedderly as Prunier. Keri-
Lynn Wilson* conducts. The designer is Michael Scott and the choreographer is Kitty
McNamee.
